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Hutan mangrove adalah salah satu jenis hutan yang banyak ditemukan pada 

kawasan muara sungai dengan struktur tanah rawa dan/atau padat. Mangrove menjadi 

salah satu solusi yang sangat penting untuk mengatasi berbagai jenis masalah lingkungan 

terutama untuk mengatasi kerusakan lingkungan yang disebabkan oleh  manusia.

Prosedur pengampilan data 

dalam penelitian ini dengan cara pembuatan angket  kemudian disebarkan ke responden 

yang telah ditentukan sebelumnya.

Sementara yang mengatakan Tidak 47,3385%, hal ini menunjukan bahwa 

masyarakat masi banyak yang belum memahami konservasi sehingga mereka 

melakukan penebagan hutan mangrove berupa kayu bakar, tiang rumah, pagar 

rumah, pegikat perahu, dan kebutuhan lainya,dan validasi poster pembelajaran degan

Study of community knowledge about mangrove forest conservation in Mamuya Village, 

Galela District, North Halmahera Regency, the results of the research were used as 

posters as a learning resource for the community. 

 

Mangrove forests are a type of forest that are often found in river estuary areas 

with swampy and/or dense soil structures. Mangroves are a very important solution to 

overcome various types of environmental problems, especially to overcome 

environmental damage caused by humans. This research aims to determine community 

knowledge about mangrove forest conservation in Mamuya village, Galela subdistrict, to 

find out the results of poster validation regarding community knowledge regarding 

mangrove forest conservation in Mamuya village, Galela subdistrict, North Halmahera 

Regency. This research was carried out using qualitative descriptive methods, often called 

naturalistic research methods because the research was carried out in natural conditions. 

The data collection procedure in this research is by making a questionnaire and then 

distributing it to previously determined respondents. Scores from questionnaire data are 

calculated using a percentage formula. The results of the research show that the 

knowledge of the community in Mamuya Village, Galela District is still very low. This is 

proven by 62 respondents in answering 20 question items who said Yes 52.903% while 

those who said No were 47.3385%, this shows that there are still many people who have 

not understand conservation so that they carry out felling of mangrove forests in the form 

of firewood, house poles, house fences, boat fasteners, and other needs, and validation of 

learning posters with the title of community knowledge study about mangrove forest 

conservation in Mamuya Village, Galela District, North Halmahera Regency is said to be 

valid 
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
